Highlights

* Timely receipt of PTWC products

* Detection and Alerts via Social Media (Unofficial Warning)

* Warning SOP limited to earthquake triggered tsunamis

* Over reliance on PTWC products for issuance of local warning

* Lack of seismic networks close to the source of tsunami

* Limited source detection

 Limited coordination between warning centers in Southwest Pacific



Areas that needs Improvement

* Capacity Development on Atypical Tsunami

* Warning SOP development for Atypical tsunami

* Strengthen coordination among PIC warning centers
* Leverage social media for monitoring and detection

* Expedite visibility of seismic networks in Fiji, Tonga and Samoa through
ORSNET

* Densify Sea Level Monitoring Stations around PIC tsunamigenic sources
e Backup Communication for NTWC i.e. HF Radio, SAT Phones etc..

* LIDAR — Baseline data to improve localized forecast, preparedness and
warning
