2. Where gaps and opportunities exist ensure collaboration between the WMO & IOC mechanisms and groups
3. SC-MMO and TOWS WG to report their outcomes on meteotsunami to JCB
4. Recommend WMO and IOC modeling teams to jointly meet (Champions: Fraser Davidson, David Richardson)
5. Recommend that the outcomes from WMO-IMO symposium related to observation, prediction, and services for end users be shared to JCB (Champion: Allison Allen)
6. Note the importance of EEZ obs and legal framework in UNCLOS
7. Support and acknowledgement of work happening for marine coastal + marine services RRR
