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CARIBE WAVE 2026 
Regional Tsunami Exercise

The CARIBE WAVE exercise is conducted within the framework of the UNESCO/IOC Intergovernmental Coordination Group for Tsunamis and other Coastal Hazards Warning System for the Caribbean and Adjacent Regions (ICG/CARIBE-EWS). The fifteenth annual tsunami exercise CARIBE WAVE took place on 19 March 2026. It was carried out with the purpose of validating and advancing tsunami resilient communities in the Caribbean and Adjacent Regions. The exercise was coordinated by the CARIBE WAVE 26 task team, the NOAA International Tsunami Information Center Caribbean Office, and supported by the Caribbean Tsunami Information Center and Pacific Tsunami Warning Center. 
Over 600,000 people from the entire Caribbean basin were registered to participate in the exercise according to member states and territories. Registered participants included designated Tsunami Warning Focal Points (TWFPs), National Tsunami Warning Center (NTWCs), as well as emergency and preparedness organizations, K-12 Schools, government, healthcare, business,  among others. It was left up to the Member States and Territories to determine the level of participation and activity to be held in their country, and to use the simulated messages for one of the two tsunami scenarios: Cayman Islands and Kick‘em Jenny.
Most countries and territories publicized the exercise through social media to encourage the participation of the community. The hashtag #CARIBEWAVE was commonly used to track their activities online, resulting in worldwide reach. Several Emergency Management agencies from countries informed citizens through online article publications and social media posts that their country would participate in the exercise. The International Tsunami Information Center Caribbean Office (ITIC-CAR) and the Puerto Rico Seismic Network (PRSN) also published informative posts related to tsunami awareness in preparation for CARIBE WAVE.
This report includes 119 associated publications accessed through the internet from 29 Member States and Territories in the Caribbean and Adjacent Regions, as well as international organizations.

What s the purpose of CARIBE WAVE?

The purpose of this exercise is to validate and advance tsunami preparedness efforts in the
Caribbean and Adjacent Regions.

Why should | participate in this exercise each year?

In the past 500 years, at least 68 confirmed tsunamis have been observed and approximately 4,500
people have lost their lives to tsunamis in the Caribbean and Adjacent Regions (NOAA, NCEI). High
levels of vulnerability and risk to life and livelinoods from tsunamis exist in the region. Over time,
emergency response plans are updated and new personnel are integrated into tsunami operations.
CARIBE WAVE provides a good opportunity to become familiarized, review and validate current
procedures.
