5.3 CENTRAL AMERICA TSUNAMI ADVISORY CENTER (CATAC) (13:30-14:00)

88 He will further remind the delegations that
· ICG/CARIBE-EWS XVII (6-9 May 2024, Managua, Nicaragua)
Recommended that CATAC continues full functionality in an interim manner to be able to support the National Tsunami Warning Centers (NTWCs), Tsunami Warning Focal Points (TWFPs), and emergency management authorities of Central America in addressing those challenges,
Noted that the CARIBE EWS XI in 2016 approved Technical, Logistical and Administrative Requirements of a Regional Tsunami Service Provider for CARIBE-EWS which defines TSPs as centres that provide services to the whole CARIBE-EWS region.
Further noted the update to the Tsunami Watch Operations Global Service Definition Document (2016, TS 130) is in its final stages,
Requested the Technical Secretariat to share as soon as available the updated GSDD with CATAC, PTWC and Working Groups 3 and 4,
Further recommended the consideration of CATAC as a TSP in its XIX Session in 2025 to enable the IOC Assembly to consider the final admission of CATAC as TSP in June 2025.
· 57th Session of the IOC Executive Council (25–28 June 2024, Paris, France) noted with appreciation 
the continued full functionality of the Central America Tsunami Advisory Centre (CATAC) on an interim basis and the review of CATAC as a Tsunami Service Provider (TSP) in its Nineteenth  session in 2025 to enable the IOC Assembly to consider the final admission of CATAC as TSP in June 2025
the ICG/PTWS decision to start official full functional operations of Central America Tsunami Advisory Centre (CATAC), with the specific starting date to be decided after the coordination with the ICG/CARIBE-EWS
· ICG/PTWS XXXI (7-11 April 2025, Beijing; China)
Recalled the recommendation of the ICG/PTWS XXX to admit the start of the official full functional operations of CATAC, starting after the IOC governing body meeting in 2024, with the specific starting date to be decided after the coordination with the ICG/CARIBE-EWS (Recommendation ICG/PTWS-XXX-6)
Noted the recommendation of the ICG/CARIBE-EWS XVII on the consideration of CATAC as a TSP in its XIX Session in May 2025 to enable the IOC Assembly to consider the final admission of CATAC as TSP in June 2025 (Recommendation ICG/CARIBE-EWS-XVII.8)
· ICG/CARIBE-EWS XVIII (5–7 and 9 May 2025, online)
Greatly appreciated the report and technical and administrative progress made by the Central America Tsunami Advisory Centre (CATAC) during the intersessional period, as well as the ongoing efforts by CATAC to further improve its seismological and information technology system, to be able to identify the source of tsunamis occurring in Central America and to disseminate actionable tsunami products in a timely manner, and to strengthen the capacity of its users and inform them about these potential events. It took note of the difficulties encountered by CATAC during the M7.6 event that occurred in the Western Caribbean on 8 February 2025, where only the initial message was disseminated by email due to server problems within CATAC. The ICG recommended the use of redundant and reliable methods for the transmission of CATAC products to its users. It was recommended that CATAC continues to operate fully on an interim basis in order to assist National Tsunami Warning Centres (NTWCs), Tsunami Warning Focal Points (TWFPs), and emergency management authorities of Central America to address these challenges. The ICG requested that CATAC submit to Working Group 3 an updated ‘User’s Guide for CATAC Procedures and Products for the CARIBE-EWS’ by the end of 2025. It finally recommended that the Steering Committee work with CATAC and Member States to consider the possibility of CATAC becoming a TSP at its 19th meeting in 2026, so that the IOC Executive Council can consider CATAC’s final admission as a TSP in June 2026.
